Patsy Baird Creech, in her article
“Growing Up In Waynesville” published
in Waynesville’s First 200 Years, said
“My grandfather, Oakley Unglesby,
owned the filling station... I distinctly
remember Frank Farr, who lived on Third
Street, playing a musical instrument while
sitting on the concrete retaining wall at
the station. Often, other gentlemen would
join him in a serenade.”

According to Warren County records,
the building was constructed in 1930. Past
owners include Erwin and Roy Ellis,
Verdis and Nancy Patrick, and Pete and
Sandy Stemple. At various times, you

lane highway beginning south of Xenia
and ending several miles short of
Lebanon. The work was done in the late
1950s, during the  Eisenhower
administration, when superhighways
“cropped up like weeds” along or on top
of U.S. routes. It may be that U.S. 42
was an early experiment to test design,
engineering, and construction methods.
At any rate, history has come full circle
as “Pat’s Place” has reopened and U.S.
Route 42 is being rebuilt and resurfaced.
